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After completion of the thesis review, the applicants must submit the two copies of the
bound thesis to their main academic advisors. Due date for the submission is determined
each year by the Graduate School. If the final bound thesis copies are not submitted by the

due date, the applicants may not be qualified for the degree conferment.

As a general rule, applicants must use black ink on A4 size (210%297mm) portrait paper
with horizontal writing for their thesis submission. However, Chart, graphic, picture, map,
and letters which come with can be printed out in color. Vertical writing shall be used on the
spine of the thesis copy in Japanese but horizontal writing when written in English. Final
thesis must be bound with soft cover (binding in just paper folder is not acceptable) , and
the applicants can choose any color for the cover. Thesis must be bound at left side with
front and back covers. The academic year of Completion must be written on the spine, and
the submission month and year of the final thesis must be on the front cover. If the thesis
title is not in Japanese, its Japanese translation must also be written on the front cover just
below the foreign language title.

With regard to composition and format of the thesis, the first page should be the same as
the front cover (depending on the division, you may be required to include names of your
main academic advisors between the date of submission and the name of your division) .
This should be followed by 1 — 2 pages of the thesis summary (or abstract) , the table of
contents and the body, and each page must be numbered. The entire thesis is expected to be
in 30 pages or more. Thesis should be printed on both sides of the paper, but one side print
