Doctoral students
Students who wish to enter Chiba University’s 3-year doctoral program for the purpose of obtaining a
doctoral degree

4. Eligibility
Students from universities that have an inter-university or inter-departmental academic exchange agreement with
Chiba University are eligible.
Note: Students who wish to apply to the Graduate School of Science and Engineering must confirm whether
their university has an academic exchange agreement with the above school. Please contact the Graduate
Student Affairs Unit of the Student Affairs Division for Science and Engineering about it.

5. Application requirements and conditions
Doctoral students
The applicant must satisfy all four of the following conditions:

(D The applicant must be enrolled in and recommended by a university that has an inter-university or inter-
departmental academic exchange agreement with Chiba University and must be a candidate to receive a
scholarship as a CGOP student;

@ The applicant must be expected to complete a master’s program by September 2025, or is in the first year of
a doctoral program at the time of application;

(® The applicant must have language proficiency deemed sufficient to receive education and research guidance
at Chiba University;

@  The applicant must confirm his/her research plan and admission conditions with his/her prospective academic
supervisor prior to application and obtain the supervisor’s approval.

7. Time and method of application

Monday , January 6 - Tuesday, January 7, 2025, 5:00 p.m. Japan time (without fail)
Applications must reach us by the above deadline.
@  Method of application
Application documents mentioned in Section 6 should be sent to the Graduate Student Affairs Unit of the Student
Affairs Division for Science and Engineering using a postal service such as EMS or other delivery means that
provides tracking service. If applicants apply directly from out of Japan, first contact the Graduate Student Affairs
Unit of the Student Affairs Division for Science and Engineering and then submit applications. Incomplete papers
might be rejected.

8. First selection
Graduate School of Science and Engineering will assess applications according to its own selection criteria.
The result of the first selection will be notified to the applicant by post in early March 2025 and a Letter of
Conditional Acceptance and a Certificate of Tuition Exemption will be issued to successful applicants.
However, the admission will be cancelled if the applicant is not granted a CGOP scholarship.

9. Final selection
Applicants who have passed the first selection should promptly inform the Graduate Student Affairs Unit of the
Student Affairs Division for Science and Engineering after they are qualified as CGOP scholarship students and
submit their scholarship certificates (|EZ5Z 8 A& B HEE FEMKAEE) .
Upon receiving the above mentioned certificate, the graduate school will make its final decision on whether to
accept the applicant. A Letter of Acceptance will be issued to the applicants who have successfully passed the final
selection.



10. Admission procedures

We introduce “the WEB Entrance Procedures System” to improve convenience for accepted applicants,
who no longer need to go to the campus for submission in person by using the WEB System”.

The detailed information of “the WEB Entrance Procedures System” and “the Entrance Procedures” will
be on the Chiba University website. And besides, successful applicants will receive a Letter of Notification

of Acceptance (Gokaku Tsuchi-sho) and the guidelines for proceeding by mail.

Documents required for admission procedures (including the Certificate of Eligibility, an immigration document
required to obtain College student visa) will be sent to successful applicants. Please refer to them regarding the
deadlines.

11. Tuition and other fees
Successful applicants will be exempt from examination, admission, and tuition fees.
Note that the exemption period will be limited to three years of the standard period required to complete the
doctoral program.

All applicants should contact the Graduate Student Affairs Unit of the Student Affairs Division for Science
and Engineering before applying.

Incomplete applications may not be accepted.

Application documents will not be returned and may not be replaced or modified once submitted.

The admission may be cancelled even if admission procedures were already completed, when it found that
the application documents contain false or incomplete information, or lack of the required papers.

Personal information collected in the applicant selection process may be used for such activities as
managerial and administrative activities, academic guidance activities, and activities related to research and
study of applicant selection methods, in addition to screening purposes.

Based on “the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act”, Chiba University established “the Security Export
Control Regulations of National University Corporation Chiba University” and is conducting rigid examinations
before accepting students.

Desired research activities may be restricted when they are applicable to the regulations.
